DAY 1: KOLKATA MEAL ON BOARD

driver. Thereafter, you will be transferred to Amboseli National Park which is located at the Rift Valley of Kenya. Thereafter,
depart for an evening game drive.

Nature lovers can explore five different habitats here ranging from
the dried-up bed of Lake Amboseli, wetlands with sulphur springs, the savannah and woodlands. Post breakfast, enjoy a
game drive through AMBOSELI National Park which is a photographer's paradise. Thanks to the abundant wildlife such as
lions, cheetahs, rhinos, and buffaloes roaming under the shadows of majestic Mt. Kilimanjaro, Africa's tallest peak.

Return back to the hotel in the afternoon for lunch and after lunch once again, proceed for the second game drive. In
between the game drives, enjoy the beauty of the small lakes where you can get down from the vehicles and relax for half
an hour.

The best time to view the majestic snow-capped Kilimanjaro is at dawn and dusk when the clouds lift and the lights are
both clear and soft. The park is one of the smaller game parks in Kenya but it offers you the best opportunity of seeing the
black rhino, along with a spectacular range of wildlife. The area's low and well-munched vegetation also ensures that animals
are easy to spot.

Later, have dinner and stay overnight in the hotel at Amboseli.

DAY 4: GREAT RIFT VALLEY: ELEMENTAITA—LAKE NAIVASHA BREAKFAST — LUNCH — DINNER

Next, roam till the border of Tanzania along with the Mara River and Hippo Pool. The plains are full of wildebeest, zebra,
impala, topi, giraffe, and Thomson’s gazelle. Also, regularly seen are leopards, lions, hyenas, cheetahs, jackals and bat-eared
foxes. Hippos are abundant in the Mara River, and you can envisage large Nile crocodiles who wait for a meal as the
wildebeest cross on their annual quest to find new pastures during the migration time. Over two million animals migrate
from the Serengeti National Park in Tanzania to the greener pastures of the Maasai Mara National Reserve in Kenya during
July to October, normally. In the Maasai Mara, they will be hunted, stalked, and run down by the larger carnivores.
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The Maasai Mara also has one of the largest densities of lion in the world. After an exciting full day safari, return back to
your rooms to freshen up. Enjoy the evening by roaming around the resort or pass your time mixing with the other tourists

from various countries.

Enjoy your dinner and spend the last night in the tent at Masai Mara.
